For Departure Times from the campground, please check the Departure times listed at the Campground Bus Stop.
Accommodation: We’ll be staying at the Shinshinotsu Park Campsite.  Be sure to bring a tent, sleeping bag, towel, and any toiletries you think you may need.  Check in is anytime after 11:00 am and check out is anytime before 10:00 am.  The cost is 1,000 Yen per tent and an extra 200 Yen per person.  
Example: 1 five person tent with 5 people staying in it for one night will cost a total of 2,000Yen. 1,000 for the tent spot and 200 for each person. Therefore, it’ll be 400 Yen per person.  
It is possible to check in between 8:00 am and 11:00 am, but it will cost an extra 500 Yen on top of the 1,000 Yen.

If you bring a dog, there is a designated camping area for campers with a dog. They must stay there.

There is a Barbecue area, but it too is first come first serve. So, if it is unavailable then we can`t use it. However, we can bring our own grills. If we do grill near our tents, we need to make sure to cover the grass with rocks as to not burn the grass.
