Getting There: A fairly central location and a popular tourist attraction, Furano is easily accessible by car, bus or train. Here are a few tips for all three. 

By car: Routes 38 and 237 go straight through Furano. So if you’re coming from the Sapporo or Obihiro direction, your best bet is probably Route 38. If you’re coming from Asahikawa, use Route 237. For detailed maps and directions, try Northern Road Navi at http://northern-road.jp/navi/eng/index.htm
By bus: If you’re coming through or from Asahikawa, the Lavender-go Furano Bus is an easy and cheaper option.  You can look up bus fares and timetables at the following websites.

By train: Furano is accessible by train via the Furano or Nemuro JR train lines. For fares and train times visit the JR Hokkaido website at: http://www2.jrhokkaido.co.jp/global/index.html
Accomodation: We will be staying at The Resort Hotel Edel Warme (German for Noble Warmth), which will also serve as our meeting place. The hotel is located in Kitanomine (北の峰), just 2.5km from Furano Station and a ten minute walk to the Kitanomine Ski area. 
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Rooms of 2-4 people will be ￥5000 per person per night. For those who prefer to have their own room, it will be ￥7000 per night. Breakfast is included. Parking is free for hotel guests. And during your stay, be sure to take advantage of the hotel’s onsen, open daily from 6:00-9:00 and 15:00-24:00.
The hotel is just an 8-minute bus or taxi ride from Furano Station. You can either take the Lavender-go(ラベンダー号) or Goryousen (御料線) buses, and it’s just a 2-minute walk from the Kisen (基線) stop. Taxi fare usually runs around ￥1000.
