“SITUATION PICTURES”

1. Give the students a picture to look at. The picture should contain different kinds of information (in English), and it should be a real-world example.

2. Create some multiple-choice questions about the picture. Or have students write about the picture, make lists, etc.

3. For upper-level students, you can ask them questions orally.
