Accomodation: We will be staying at the Takarada Campsite on the Northside of Lake Toya.  The map below contains a few important details regarding the specific campsite we will be using and parking, so please take note of where you need to go.


We will be staying in the FREE CAMP SITE circled in red ink; however, despite the name this campsite is, in fact, not free.  The”free” part means that you can set up your tent wherever you like for 800 yen.
You also need to remember that the parking lots surrounding the campsite are not free either, so don’t park here for an extended period of time if you’re not willing to pay.  The free parking area is located at the bottom-right of the picture (the red P), a considerable distance away from the campsite. 

As this is campsite is not a hotel you’ll need to bring a few extra things along with you that you might not normally pack. 

· Tent (if you wish to rent a tent please email: bryonydunlop@yahoo.co.uk)
· sleeping bag or a suffient number of warm blankets
· flashlight

· both light and warm clothing (we’re going to be outside so prepare for anything)

· rain gear

· towel and your own shower stuff

· running shoes (for the games if you wish to participate)

· food for meals not provided and anything else you might normally bring camping.
If you don’t have your own tent or sleeping bag (warm blankets), not to worry; there are plenty of other JETs who are frequent campers. If you ask around, you are bound to find someone you can borrow from.  Many people attending the meeting will also have tents that can sleep several other people. So if you don’t have your own tent, let us know and we may be able to find someone willing to let you sleep in theirs.   And if that fails you can always rent a tent at the campsite or HEC tents can be hired through Bryony by emailing: bryonydunlop@yahoo.co.uk .  

Four person tents are 800 yen per night and six person tents are 1000 yen per night.  If you would like to rent a tent please indicate so on the faxback form.  If any of you out there absolutely love camping, but hate sleeping on the ground, there are also cabins available.  They cost 18,000 yen per night per six people, which works out to 3000 yen per night per person.  If you would like to sleep in a cabin, but aren’t sure that you can get another five people together before the meeting, HAJET may be able to find you some bunkmates.  Indicate your interest on the faxback form, and if at least five other people do the same, you’ve got a cabin.  If in the event there are not enough people to justify renting a cabin, HAJET will let you know well in advance of the meeting so that you can make other arrangements.

The Meeting:  The meeting this year will be busy with several issues to be debated and voted on, so please make every effort to attend and have your voice heard.  We will be thanking Moraya Cortez for her tremendous efforts as the 2009 HEC co-ordinator and electing someone else to the position for 2010.  The HEC co-ordinator is one of the busiest and most responsibility-laden positions on the council, but it is also one of the most rewarding.  We’re looking for a keen, enthusiastic individual with excellent organization skills and the やる気 required to see HAJET’s greatest program through to completion.  If you are interested or know of someone who would be good for the job, please suggest his or her name to Moraya at thinkHEC@gmail.com  or to the PC at hajetpc@gmail.com. 
We will also be electing two other positions at the summer meeting:  Project Outreach Coordinator and the Musical Director.  You can find a description of these positions on the HAJET website at www.hajet.org.

In April the HAJET PC had its annual retreat in Sapporo. We discussed a lot, accomplished even more and made some changes which affect most of you.  Please take a look at the meeting minutes posted on the HAJET website and come to the summer meeting with some ideas of how we can effectively implement our new changes. We hope to make HAJET an even more active an organization than ever.  One thing that was decided was to increase the number of HAJET activities held in each region of Hokkaido.  This means we’ll be looking for ideas from you on how to go about doing that.

If you’re a veteran HAJET member you’ll probably notice that this year’s meeting that’s different from previous summer meetings: it doesn’t cost as much.  At the PC retreat we decided to lower the summer meeting fee since most of you will be bringing your own gear for the event.  This year HAJET will be charging only 500 yen for members and 1000 yen for non-members.  This is, of course, just the meeting fee and does not include the enkai, but when you compare it to what participants have paid in previous years, it’s a real bargain!

Seminars:  On Friday evening we have organized two seminars for you.  The first seminar will be offered by our prefectural advisor, Chelle Alford on Structuring a Lesson that You, Your Students, and Your JTE will Approve of.  Whether you're a 3rd year veteran or just nearing the end of your first year, Chelle will have many great suggestions for you. Such as: where to find fun and interesting lessons ideas, how to present them to your JTE and putting them to use in the classroom.  The second workshop will be presented by two of HAJET’s PC members Bryony Dunlop and Krystal Cooley.  They will be offering an interactive seminar on the Japanese Language Proficiency Test: 2-kyu, focusing on kanji/vocabulary, grammar, and reading comprehension.  If you’re considering taking the JLPT 2-kyu at some point, the workshop will be a great place for you to get a head start on your studying!

Membership: At this year’s PC retreat, the council voted to change HAJET’s fee structure, in order to give its members more value for their money.  HAJET’s one-year membership fee will be lowered from 4000 yen to 3000 yen.  However, the cost for renewing members will be raised from 2000 yen to 3000 yen.  In order to honour the HAJET members, who were told last year that they would be able to renew their memberships at the 2000 yen rate, the council has decided to implement our new fees structure in two parts.  Our goal is to offer both the new discounted one-year membership rate to new members, while honouring the 2000 yen renewal fee guaranteed to people who joined last year. 2.  Showa New Mountain:  One of Japan’s youngest mountains.  This mountain was formed between 1943 and 1945 and now stands at a height of 290 metres.  It bears the name Showa after the emperor who reigned during its formation.  You can get a good a view of Showa New Mountain from the top of Mount Usu.

3.  The Toyako Visitor Center: This centre contains a lot of information on the nature and environment of Lake Toya as well as exhibitions and displays that help visitors get to know the area.  It is open daily from 9-5 and admission is free.

4.  Mount Usu:  An active volcano located just south of Lake Toya.  This volcano has erupted 4 times since 1900, the most recent in 2000.  From this mountain you can see Showa New Mountain and much of the Shikotsu-Toya National Park.  This mountain is accessible via the Usuzan Ropeway.  Cable cars depart every 15 minutes and the lift ticket is 1450 yen.
